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TAG Information

How do I know I’m ready for a TAG (Transfer Admission Guarantee)?

1) Read attached FAQ’s(Frequently Asked Questions).

2) Go to Chabot’s website and read the specific criteria for the universities for which you are interested in signing a TAG.

6) If you are ready to transfer to a university in Fall 2011, make an appointment with a Chabot Counselor to sign a TAG for CSU East Bay, CSU Monterey Bay, UC Davis and UC Santa Cruz. All other UCs do not require a Chabot Counselor approval but it is recommended you meet with a counselor for course verification.

b. Please be sure to have official transcripts on file at Chabot for all previously attended colleges or universities.

7) If you’re at the beginning stage of your transfer planning, make an appointment with a counselor to plan your next semester classes.  Please let the counselor know that you are interested in preparing for a TAG.

What is a TAG?

A TAG is a Transfer Admission Guarantee to a specific university.  It is a contract that you submit to the university(ies) of your choice so that you can be guaranteed admissions early.  A TAG is a great tool to use to be sure that you have meet the admission criteria for transfer and will be completing the appropriate courses for General Education and for your future major. 
Which universities offer a TAG?

TAGS are available with the following universities:  UC Davis, UC Irvine, UC Merced, UC Riverside, UC San Diego, UC Santa Cruz , UC Santa Barbara, CSU East Bay, CSU Monterey Bay and Santa Clara University (private university).
Can I sign more than one TAG?

Yes, you can submit TAGS to any of the universities that you are interested in attending.

Once I sign a TAG, do I have to go to that specific university?

No, you are not required to attend the university to which you are submitting a TAG.  

What do I need to be eligible for a TAG?
The specific criterion for a TAG varies by each university and by the major that you are preparing for at the universities to which you would like to transfer.

General points to consider:

UC TAGS

· You will submit your TAG contract online at the following website (available July 1, 2010): http://uctransfer.universityofcalifornia.edu/tag
· You will complete your TAG application during the Fall semester a year before you are ready to transfer.( For example: to transfer to the UCs for Fall 2011 you will complete your online TAG contract between September 1st and September 30th, 2010.

· While an UC TAG criterion varies per UC, for some UCs you must have 30 UC transferable units completed by the time you submit your online TAG contract.

· You must have a gpa range between a 2.9-3.1 minimum.  

· You must meet UC minimum requirements for admission by the end of Spring 2011 for transfer in the Fall of 2011 (you cannot take courses in summer 2011 to meet minimum admission criteria for the UCs).

CSU TAGS
· You must sign your TAG contract with a Chabot counselor and submit it to the CSUs by November 30th, 2010 for admission in Fall 2011 (TAGS are not available for the CSUs for Spring admissions).

· You must meet CSU admission criteria by the end of Spring 2011 for admissions for Fall 2011 (no Summer 2011 course work will be allowed to meet the “Golden Four”, i.e. A1. Oral Communications, A2. Written Communication, A3. Critical Thinking, and B4. Quantitative Reasoning and the completion of 60 CSU transferable units.)

Private Universities TAGS
· For TAGs to Santa Clara University you must submit the TAG in Spring 2011 for Admissions for Fall 2011. Please see Chabot website for more specific details.)

Do I need to meet with a Chabot counselor to sign a TAG?
You will need to meet with a Chabot Counselor to sign a TAG for CSU East Bay, CSU Monterey Bay, Santa Clara University, UC Davis and UC Santa Cruz.  All other UC TAGS can be submitted directly to the universities without Chabot counselor approval*.

*It is recommended that you meet with a Chabot counselor to verify eligibility and plan appropriate coursework before submitting a TAG to any university.

Do I need to submit official transcripts when I sign a TAG?

No, all information submitted is a self report.   When you submit a TAG contract you can use unofficial records.  It is only after you are admitted to a university that you will be required to submit official records from all colleges and universities previously attended.
Do I need to tell the universities about coursework completed at previous colleges attended, even if I don’t like the grades I earned or I went to university in another country?

Yes, you are required to report all previous coursework completed at a previous community college or university, either in the US or internationally*.  Falsification of records is a serious issue and can result in expulsion from a university if you do not report all records and are admitted based on incomplete information. 
*Students who have completed university level coursework in other countries are NOT eligible for TAGS at the following universities:

UC Irvine, UC Riverside, UC San Diego
International students are NOT eligible for TAGS at CSU East Bay and CSU Monterey Bay. 
When do I sign a TAG?
The UCs accept TAGS online from September 1- 30th, 2010 for transfer in Fall 2011.  (UC Merced and Riverside will accept TAGS for transfer in Spring 2012, deadline is May 1-31, 2011).

CSU EB and CSU MB deadline is November 30th, 2010 for transfer in Fall 2011. These contracts must be signed with a Chabot College counselor, please schedule an appointment.
Santa Clara University deadline in March 31st, 2011 for transfer in Fall 2011.

Do I still need to apply to the UCs/CSUs after I submit my TAG?

Yes, you will be notified by the universities of your TAG approval by the first or second week of November 2010.  You are still responsible for completing the general UC or CSU application for admission.  
The application fee for the UCs is $65 per school.  www.universityofcalifornia.edu/apply
CSU East Bay and CSU Monterey Bay waive the application fee (please choose the pay by check option on the CSU application and include the information that you have signed a TAG). www.csumentor.edu
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
