· You must satisfy minimum UC eligibility requirements by the end of spring before transfer and meet all major specific preparation offered at Chabot College (See www.assist.org and a Chabot counselor for details).

College of Letters and Science TAG- the following majors require completion of specific major preparation course work:

· Biological Science majors: Aquatic Biology, Biochemistry-Molecular Biology, Biological Sciences, Cell and Developmental Biology, Ecology and Evolution, Microbiology, Pharmacology, Physiology, Zoology

· Economics majors: Economics and Accounting, Business Economics, Economics, Economics-Mathematics
