The meeting opened with discussion of the allocation of space in building 300 to District IT. It appears that there will be no net space gain in 300, even with the move of some IT functions to the new building at Las Positas College. Committee members were somewhat perplexed by this, since part of the benefit moving of district operations to LPC was a gain for Chabot in classroom space. The biggest question was whether or not IT really needs a dedicated training room when so may computer lab spaces exist on campus. Scheduling use of one of these labs for training would be a simple matter. Eliminating a dedicated space for IT training would allow us to put another badly needed general classroom into service.
Steve Piatetsky again expressed his desire to consolidate his operations into one space, or, if that is not possible, bringing his various groups in closer proximity. The committee felt this was a good idea, and several members suggested that building 1600 might be a possibility, since plans for that building have yet to be developed. Steve said that there might be some room in the reprographics center for some of the transferred operations, but that the center could not accommodate everything. If Steve’s Media Services operation were not in building 300, five additional classrooms would become available for Language Arts programs and classes, a benefit widely supported in the committee.
Marge Maloney noted that it will be necessary to find a temporary home of the Social Sciences computer lab when building 700 is demolished.

Tim Steele presented a draft of the project definition for buildings 800 and 900. The project definition for 900 includes within its scope rooms 1006 and 1008. Architecture, Digital Media, Graphic Design, Interior Design, and Photography will be housed in the new 900. Building 800 will be general classroom building. The large lecture hall currently used primarily by the art history and appreciation courses would move to 800 from 900. Diane Zuliani proposed that this room, or an additional room, by turned into a “screening theater” similar to in which she taught at De Anza college in Cupertino (www.deanza.fhda.edu/animation/fac_atc120.html). The committee was unanimous in its support of having two large lecture rooms, at least one of which would be a screening theater, in order to accommodate the art history (and other) large courses and the loss of building 600, which is schedule for demolition in the near future as part of the new student services and building 700 office projects. The consensus was that if the college completes this bond project without the addition of a state-of-the-art facility like the screening theater, it will have made a very big mistake.
