	During the Spring 2009 semester the Business Discipline is at 94% of enrollment capacity.  Enrollment (FTES) has grown 13.4 percent during the 2008-09 academic year; in addition to the 11.4% growth experienced in 2007-08. Productivity during the Spring semester is 618 WSCH/FTEF. The term average productivity during the past 3 years is 572 WSCH/FTEF.  

With the current macro economic situation, very high demand for online courses and new Business Certificate program offerings, we expect continued increasing demand for BUS course offerings. The discipline plan for 2009-10 calls for 14 FTEF per semester; we are requesting an additional 1 FTEF in the 20010-11 academic year to service the expected longer-term student demand for BUS programs and courses.
