De Anza College’s ESL Program
	De Anza offers a series of core courses along with a number of a ancillary courses.  The core sequence begins at the high beginning level and continues through a very advanced level.  The last two classes of the sequence, ESL 005 and 006, fulfill GE and are degree applicable.  

	The first three classes are integrated listening/speaking/reading/writing classes (10 units per class), but the next three higher levels are divided into separate classes, with a class in reading, one in writing, and one in Listening/Speaking.  

Additional courses include four Studies in American Language and Culture courses, Basic Grammar Workshop, Contextualized Grammar and Writing, Accent Reduction, American Language and Culture through Movies and Television Shows, and Grammar and Proofreading for Academic Writing.  

De Anza has a language lab (the Listening and Speaking Center), which offers classes, workshops, and tutoring.  The classes are 1/2-unit each and cover conversation, vocabulary and idioms, listening, and reading for pleasure and comprehension.  One such class is a book club.  

A placement test is required for all students enrolling in the ESL program.  It consists of a 30-minute writing sample in addition to a multiple-choice cloze grammar test, which might be the CELSA.   After placement, each level of the core ESL sequence has the previous course as a prerequisite. 


 San Jose City College’s ESL Program
San Jose City College’s core program ranges from high beginning to an advanced course from which the students matriculate into English 1A with the option of taking an ESL section of 1A (see below).  
Through the high intermediate level, reading, writing, and listening/speaking are taught in separate classes.  The writing classes are 4 units, the reading classes 3 units, and the listening/speaking classes 5 units.  Some classes have an additional half-unit lab section.  (See the accompanying ESL Curriculum Chart for details.)
At the two highest levels  of the program, reading and writing are taught together in six-unit class, while listening/speaking continues to be taught as three-unit class.  
After the highest course in the ESL core sequence, students can enroll in a special section of English 1A for ESL students.  This course is paired with ESL 1R, a critical reading class for ESL students.  
Additional classes include ESL Individualized skills lab, a pronunciation series, two Grammar for Writers classes, and a summer intensive.  
The program has an ESL lab, which is open 8:30-9:00 Monday through Thursday and 8:30-2:00 on Fridays.  It seems to be open only to students who are taking a lab course; I saw no mention of it being available to other ESL students.  It seems to be primarily a computer lab with a variety of ESL software; nothing is mentioned on the website about tutoring or workshops.  
	The ESL station, an “online lab” also provides a series of links to ESL websites which are grouped by level so that students can find links appropriate to the classes they’re taking.  
The website directs students to take an ESL assessment test.  It isn’t clear whether this test is mandatory to enroll in the lowest level, but since the classes are sequential, it is probably necessary for students to take higher level classes.  
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
