identify and assess the value of the Italian culture and history;

evaluate the influence of the history, geography and literature of Italian-speaking peoples and their countries, and of the influence of Italian on the English language and vice versa.

Course Content:

Advanced grammar points and topical vocabulary of Italian such as verb tenses and parts of speech

Continuing studies of cultural components of the Italian world such as food and sports.

3.
Additional aspects of the Italian world, its people and their customs

Methods of Presentation:

1. Interactive activities between professor and students, and between students and students in the target language
