For continuing instrumentalists who want experience in performing and interpreting standard Big Band literature. Students develop ability to play various jazz styles, sight read, improvise, and play both as members of a section and as soloists. Enrollment by audition only. Prerequisite:  Music 15A (completed with a grade of “C” or higher) or equivalent.  4 hours laboratory.

Prerequisite Skills:

Before entering the course, students should be able to:

1. demonstrate advanced facility and technique in performing jazz literature;

2. demonstrate advanced facility and technique in jazz improvisation;

3. demonstrate a comprehension of various jazz styles including Swing, Latin, Fusion and Contemporary;
4. demonstrate an awareness of individual responsibility to the success of ensemble performance.
Expected Outcomes for Students:
