Online Course Proposal Update:





To date, we’ve received 17 proposals from fast track instructors and 30 proposals from new instructors.  Ten of these appear to be for future semesters.  These proposals encompass all divisions, and include the first forays into online teaching for Fire Technology, Physics, Real Estate, Ecology, Ethnic Studies, Geography, ECD, Mass Communications, Political Science, Spanish, Humanities, and Math.  There is also a PACE English course.
