Student Benefits
Green Business was launched as a new program at Chabot in 2008.  The first class, Green Business Practices, experienced 100% growth in two years and this course has been requested by numerous students.  It will help them develop the skills unique to Green Investing.  Our current class draws a diverse group of students, our current students, working adults, and small business owners looking to expand their knowledge and experience with green business investing.  Given the complex lives of this group of potential students, an online offering of this course will enable far greater access than would an on-campus offering.

There are many resources available online for students. An online course will be able to connect students to resources.  For the investing aspects of green business, the focus of this course marketing will include financial websites and information sources, for that reason, offering this class online will be an excellent way to educate students in green investing.

Course Content Delivery
This is a 3-unit course, which would, on campus, include 52.5 hours of instruction. The 52.5 instructional hours in this course will include:

· 15 hours of threaded discussion for students to develop their green business investing ideas, and to exchange ideas (1 hour per week, assuming this is a 15-week course)

· 12 hours of web research and case studies on green investing that would typically be done in class, which will be the basis for discussions and assignments.  

· 15 hours to complete 15 multiple choice quizzes and exams on course content

· 5 hours to complete an investing plan that assess student ability to apply the course content to actual investing

· 2.5 hours for students to critique the investing plans of their classmates

· 3 hours to read instructor lecture notes that go beyond the textbook and readings

Nature and Frequency of Instructor-Student Interactions

Through active participation in discussion forums, weekly announcements of new materials.  I will provide individual feedback on all course assignments, including the various phases of a green investing plan, and the discussion board (only as needed).  I will be available by email to respond to questions.

Nature and Frequency of Student-Student Interactions

Students will interact with each other weekly on the discussion forum, and those interactions will be graded.  Students will also be required to review the investing plans of least 5 of their peers and provide comments and questions

Assessment of Student Learning

The major assessments in this class will include:

· Discussion board participation:  15% of grade

· Case Studies: 15% of grade

· Investment Plan : 30% of grade

· Exams:  40% of grade

This assessment plan ensures academic integrity, as over half is based on individual work. The discussion boards will require individual research and evaluation, and the exams will be comprehensive.
