Marcia Corcoran approved the new proposed Hybrid French 50A course with lab component.
Subdivision meeting:

Attendees: Cristina Moon and Francisco Zermeño. 
We discussed the new State’s requirements demanding that a qualified instructor for each language be available at the world language lab to supervise students at all times. Faced with logistics problem, it was decided that all French courses would switch to one hour lab over the internet to circumvent the staffing challenge. We all agreed and will offer starting in Fall 2010 all previously on-campus French courses as hybrid sections (all lectures being on-campus and one hour lab over the Internet).

Student Benefits
What is the intent in offering the course by distance education?   

· Since Fall 2009, all world languages courses at Chabot College include a one hour lab to their regular lecture courses. Recently, we learned that in order to comply with title 5, faculty members had to be qualified in each of the languages represented by the students using the lab at the time of supervision. At this point in time, only the Spanish program is able to provide an instructor and student ration that is sustainable. The French program is thus circumventing this requirement starting next Fall by offering the one hour lab component over the Internet, and conserving the lectures fully on-campus.

· The one hour lab over the Internet would provide full schedule flexibility to students with demanding personal and professional responsibilities. 

· This course will respond to a growing interest by the local community in online/hybrid courses. As of now, several community colleges in the area are already proposing language instruction this way, including City College of San Francisco (online), Cabrillo College (online) for French and Sacramento State University.
· Currently, Chabot College successfully offers both online Spanish 1A and 1B courses, and hybrid Spanish 1A course. 
How will this course meet student needs?  Are there learning opportunities made possible in an online or hybrid online course that might not be available in a traditional course?  

· Offering French 50A as a hybrid course would give students greater flexibility in their pursuit of a higher education and learning French while providing them more flexibility to respond to their life demands. If the lab component was not offered over the Internet, students would have to attend extremely limited on-campus lab hours (five hours per week). 
· The language program at Chabot College lays emphasis on the importance of learning a language (French in this case) through its various components: culture as well as linguistics (speaking, listening, writing, and reading skills). The online medium of instruction offers access to a variety of authentic resources that enriches the curriculum of the French speaking world at no cost for the students. 

If this course has previously been offered at Chabot using this delivery method, what have you learned from prior instructors that will influence your instruction in this course?
This hybrid course with the lab offered over the Internet is a first at Chabot.

Course Content Delivery 

The total number of contact hours in your course should approximate the equivalent number of hours required in an on-campus setting. · French 50A is a three-unit course that requires 3 instructional hours per week, a total of 54 hours throughout the term plus 1 hour of laboratory per week, a total of 18 hours. In a typical face to face French 50A course, the hours are divided as follows:

This course is fundamentally the same as the previously French 50A courses taught on-campus. The only difference comes from the lab component that students will do over the Internet using Blackboard. On a weekly basis, students will participate in a discussion board (Blackboard) providing them with a French-speaking cultural subject of discussion based on a TV5 news broadcast ( http://www.tv5.org/TV5Site/7-jours/ ). 
Will any portion of your course be synchronous, requiring students to be online at the same time?  If so, describe those activities, and how you will provide flexibility for students who may be unable to participate at any given time.
The discussion boards via Blackboard are asynchronous in delivery and students can complete their assignments at their own discretion within the set schedule of homework (from the syllabus). In practice, students need to have finished their posts (main message plus two responses) by the end of each week.

· On-campus: Students in need of help with be referred to tutoring at the PATH Center (extra credit) and/or asked to come during the instructor’s office hours. Among other, instructor will check for signs of successful learning at these benchmarks: 

· Homework
 (textbook assignments): students are expected to complete the homework that accompanies the textbook. 
· Exams / final exam: there is two oral exams (midterm: cultural presentation / final: linguistic competency in communicative situations)

· Online: Any student failing to complete these assignments in the allocated timeframe will be contacted by the instructor via email and/or in-class.

· Lab (discussion boards): students are expected to complete their postings by the end of each week, while demonstrating an understanding of the cultural video hosted by TV5, and a linguistic mastery at the course level.

Technology

· The hybrid course will be managed through Blackboard already in use by many instructors at Chabot College. This is currently how students access their grades and supplementary materials for all French courses. Students will be provided with a tutorial to help them navigate the Blackboard portal and its various features. Additional information will be provided to help students use accentuation in their writing in French (keyboard shortcuts, “International Keyboard,” language and grammar features in Word).
· Students will be shown how to access the news website TV5 and its various components.

· Students will be expected to have an email account, personal access to a computer and internet connection allowing them to play/hear streaming video (plug-ins such as Media Player or Real Player), and be able to open Microsoft Word documents and PowerPoint presentation course.
