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Objectives: 
· Use the Hyperterminal send text file feature to enter a standard configuration file.

Background: 
Your instructor may ask you to load a standard configuration into your router using Hyperterminal, which can paste lines from a text file onto the screen.

Step 1 – Erase the existing startup configuration and reload.

erase start and reload

When you are asked if you want to enter the system configuration dialog, cancel it with Control-C.
Step 2 – Load a new configuration file to RAM. 

conf t 
(Enter global config mode.)

Now, you will enter IOS configuration commands not by typing them, but by using Hyperterminal's send text file feature to send them to the screen:

· Click on Transfer |  Send Text File. 

· Select the file specified by your instructor.  
Usually, it will be named freconfig.txt, hayconfig.txt. or oakconfig.txt, depending on your router.
For hayward, your instructor will specify either hayconfig.txt or hayNATconfig.txt.
Your instructor will tell you where to look for these configuration files; usually they will be located in the Hyperterminal folder.
(C:\program files\accessories\hyperterminal)  
Hyperterminal usually defaults to this folder when loading text files.

· Click Open
· Each line in the text file will be entered for you, as though you were typing them yourself.

copy run start to save the running config to NVRAM.
