Why we use educational goal 
groups to measure progress 

n  The groups are different 
n  Educational Goal, starting place and speed (FT/PT) 
n  Age, race-ethnicity, financial aid, etc. 

n  The differences à different outcomes 
n  Some ed goal groups consistently show much progress 
n  Other ed goal groups consistently show little progress 
n  Progress varies within ed goal groups by race-ethnicity 

n  Different groups need different interventions

n  More degree-seeking and Laser College 
n  Percent degree-seeking and full-time up 
n  Laser FT College students doubled 8%->17% 

n  Our most successful student group!  
n  Slight decrease in Basic Skills students 

n  Still our largest two groups – 20% each 
n  Equally balanced between full-time/part-time 

n  Fewer ‘Not Assessed’ students

n  Wins and challenges in equity 
n  In FT Basic Skills group, all ethnic groups increased 

n  But completion rates vary widely  
n  In FT College group, African Americans higher than 

Latinos and Whites 

  



Milestone Wins to celebrate 

n  More Laser College students, more success 

n  Increased First Fall Enrollment in Basic Skills Eng 

n  Increased First Fall enrollment in any Math,  
n  shared by all ed goal and ethnic groups 

n  Increased 1st year completion of College English  
 by FT Basic Skills students 

n  Increased 2nd  year completion of College Math 
n    shared by all ed goal and ethnic groups 

 

  



Challenges 

n  Full-time groups have higher enrollment and 
completion rates than part-time groups 
n  What works for part-time students? 

n  Completion rates much lower than enrollments in 
both English and Math 
n  Success rates – what works to increase them? 

n  What happened in Basic Skills English in F16? 
n  Success/completion rates vary deeply by ethnicity 

– what works to equalize them? 

  



Milestones à Completions  

n  We know these milestones lead to completions 

n  Too early to expect big completions in cohorts 
n  First Cohort (Fall 13) is only 3 years out 

n  Transfer ready rates seem low, not increasing 
     Fall 2012 cohort: 

n  FT College:        40% in 3 years, 45% in 4 years 
n  FT Basic Skills:  21% in 3 years, 29% in 4 years 
n  PT College:        11% in 3 years  22% in 4 years 

n  Transfer numbers 2015-16 could reveal more 
n  To be released by state in May 

  



All-College Completions are up 

n  Eng & Math Achievement of Hi-Unit Students* 
n  More completing College English 
n  More completing Degree Math 

n  Degrees* 
n  Over 800 for last 3 years, highest in 20 years 

n  Most increases due to Transfer Degrees 

n  Transfers* 
n  Over 900 for last 3 years, highest in 10 years 
n  Over 700 for UC/CSU, CSU still increasing
