Some aspects of San Jose City College's ESL program that we liked included
· a special ESL section of English 1A
· a dedicated ESL computer lab
· a separate series of reading courses
· five levels of listening and speaking courses
· enough units per class that students can easily qualify for full-time status by taking ESL courses

3.  Ramon presented his findings on Skyline College and Palomar College. (Copies of these reports are also posted on the CTL website.)
  	Palomar offers both credit and non-credit ESL classes as well as ESL courses that are transferable to the CSU system.  
	Skyline College also offers a transferable ESL class:  ESOL 400 taken together with  ENGL 100 satisfies the freshman English requirement at SFSU.  

4.  Sandra presented her findings on College of Alameda and West Valley College. (A copy of her report on College of Alameda is also posted on the CTL website.)
	College of Alameda also offers transfer-level ESL courses.  A couple things we liked about this program included 
· a selected topics and independent studies program for ESL students
a Basic Skills/ESL lab offering personalized programs of CI and one-to-one tutoring.
