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Chabot College Nursing Application Process
Advanced Standing/Transfer/LVN’s/Program Re-Admission 

Step 1 

A Chabot College Application for Admission¹ must be submitted to the college. This application can be submitted electronically by going to http://www.cccapply.com and is available year round.


Step 2

Complete Nursing Advanced Standing Application¹ on-line or download application. Nursing Advanced Standing / LVN(RN Applications are accepted March 1st through October 31st of each year. 

Step 3

Print, sign and MAIL the Nursing Advanced Standing Application (Pages 3-6) to:

If you are registered for one of the pre-requisite natural science courses verification of enrollment is required with the application.  It is recommended you obtain a “Certificate of Mailing” and “Return Receipt” from the U.S. Postal Service at the time of the mailing.  

Step 4

The student must request official transcripts from all previously attended schools and colleges. These must be MAILED to Admission and Records, Chabot College. Hand carried transcripts will not be accepted. LVN applying for 30 unit (non-degree) option must also submit high school transcripts.
Step 5

Go to on-line to http://www.chabotcollege.edu, click Class-Web and logon, click Student Services, Student Records to verify receipt of transcripts. Due to the volume of applicants we are not able to notify students individually if any information is missing.

Step 6 

LVN’s selecting Option 1 or 3, and Advanced Standing Students should make an appointment with a counselor for a preliminary evaluation of your transcripts. 

Step 7 

After evaluation of your transcripts, the Advanced Standing Application and transcripts will be forwarded to the Nursing Program Director. You will then be notified by mail regarding your eligibility and courses required for you to enter and complete the program. Please allow 6-8 weeks for this process to complete. 

 Step 8

AFTER receipt of letter from the Nursing Program Director, students wishing to enter the program must complete all courses or testing as outlined in their individual letter.  

Step 9:  LVN(RN Transition Course students must attend mandatory orientation on May 11th or 12th Room 2258 1:00 PM.  LVN’s will be required to enroll in Nursing 70, LVN(RN Transition Course. This course is a review of nursing topics including nursing care plan, nursing process, communication principles, and legal/ethical concepts common to the role of registered nurse. It will explain the functions of the California Board of Registered Nursing and selected psychomotor skills utilized by the registered nurse in the delivery of patient care.
Step 10:  Once the Advanced Standing application has been submitted you have 2 years to complete the ATI exams, theory classes and/or skills testing and be ready for admission to the full time program.  

¹Any falsification of data on the application(s) will result in immediate disqualification. 
Advanced Standing Order of Program Acceptance 1 - 7
1. Waitlist from previous semester – Student must have completed all ATI testing, all skills testing. All nursing program classes noted on evaluation letters with ‘C’ or better. 

All students in current progression for: 

Spring Program Admission must have basic skills and ATI testing completed by 11/15; Final Skills exam by 12/15 and hospital by 1/5*. If space is limited, students will be ranked by 11/15. In December the list will be evaluated to determine if standards have been met and re-ranked if necessary.

Fall Program Admission must have basic skills and all ATI testing completed by 4/1; Final skills exam by 5/1 and hospital by 6/1*.  Incoming students will be evaluated January of each year to set ranking and again on 4/15 of each year to determine if standards have been met and re-ranked if necessary.  *Hospital Exam dates are based on availability of faculty examiner and hospital schedule and may be changed. 
2. Re-admission Chabot program students that left the program for issues other than failing academic standing. 

a. Additional ranking by GPA from program course grades only

3. LVN Students completed N70 and N70L and basic skills by 4/1, final skills exam by 5/1, hospital by 6/1.

a. Additional ranking by GPA from N70 and N70L

b. Completion of ATI testing on first attempt or second attempt

c. Passing of all theory classes assigned in evaluation letter

d. 30 Unit option students /Non Degree Student (See #6)

4. Transfer students from 2 or 4 year program, student that left in good standing, for other reason (health, family obligations etc.), not due to academic failure. Student is required to provide letter of ‘good standing’ from previous program director, and enter Chabot program within two years of leaving previous program. Students may be ranked again by nursing course GPA.

5. Re-admission Chabot program students who withdrew due to failing academic standing.

a. Student will be ranked by GPA from program course grades only.

b. ‘Ties’ may be broken with skills exam scores and/or TEAS scores.

6. LVN Students Non-Degree or 30 Unit Option will complete N70 and N70L, Basic Skills by 4/1, final skills exam by 5/1, hospital by 6/1 
7. Transfer student from 2 or 4 year program, student that left due to academic failure. Student is required to provide letter (good standing with program, no unpaid debt or behavior problems) from previous program director, and enter Chabot program within two years of leaving previous program. Students maybe ranked again by nursing course GPA.

To be completed by Transfer Students, LVN’s and Re-Admission Students to the Nursing Program
 All applicants are advised that space availability is limited to openings that occur after the first day of the Fall Semester of the first year of the Chabot Nursing Program. These openings are created only when someone leaves the program or declines admission to the program.  Every effort is made to tailor the applicant’s educational needs to the available spaces as they occur. Some placements may take longer than others, depending on the individual applicant’s needs. 

A background check is required on all nursing students. We will review the following on everyone accepted to the program: Social Security Trace, Misdemeanor or Felony Criminal Conviction Search, Combined OIS.GSA exclude parties/debarment List Search and a Pre-placement Drug Screen. If you have been convicted of a misdemeanor of felony it is possible you will be denied placement in one or more of our hospitals that are used for clinical experience or the Board of Registered Nursing (BRN) may not grant you a license. Please contact the BRN or make an appointment for a confidential meeting with the Nursing Program Director for guidance in this area.

Admission Requirements: 

· All students must take and pass the Test of Essential Academic Skills (TEAS() with Adjusted Individual score of 67.0%. Nursing 87 – TEAS Preparation class is offer in the Spring and Fall. 

· Student must have been previously enrolled in an accredited Registered Nursing Program within the last two years.

· Student must have an overall GPA of 2.0 or higher.

· Licensed Vocational Nurse (LVN) must be currently working and hold a current State of California LVN License.

· LVN must have a minimum of one year full time experience.

· Pre-Requisite Requirements: the student must have a minimum in 4-5 Semester Units with a laboratory component of each of the following courses:

· Anatomy 1  

· Physiology 1 

· Microbiology 1 

· If the above courses have not been completed with a “C” or higher prior to submitting this application, you must provide proof of current enrollment in the “missing class” at the time of submitting this application. If you do not receive a “C” or higher in the course, your name will be withdrawn from the candidate pool. 
· Completion of one term of Anatomy/Physiology combined course WILL NOT satisfy this requirement.
· Space Availability; students are placed into the full time program when space only if space is available. Students will be ranked by type of student (LVN, Advanced Standing, re-admission), ATI scores and theory grades etc. See Ranking Information for complete listing. If student completes all testing and space is not available a waitlist will be established.

· All candidates accepted into the program as Advanced Standing Students will need to demonstrate theoretical and clinical competency through written and clinical performance examinations for Fundamentals of Nursing, Nursing Care of Children, Maternal Newborn Nursing, Nutrition and Pharmacology assessments. A fee is charged for each exam and is the responsibility of the student.

· Any prospective applicant needs to understand that Chabot Colleges’ Nursing Program has a “two admission” policy. If any student does not received a “C” or better in all the courses in the nursing major she/he will be dismissed from the program and is eligible for re-admission one more time only. 

· LVN’s selecting the 30-unit option – this option is available ONLY in the State of California. 

· Applicants must indicate a willingness to accept the nomination for the program within ten days of the date of the space available notification letter

· Once accepted to the full time program the student will need to: 

· Submit a satisfactory medical and dental examination statement on forms provided by the Chabot Nursing Program Office. 

· Documentation of current test for TB and immunizations.

· Evidence of a current 2 year American Heart Association Health Care Provider CPR card. We do NOT accept on-line courses or any other type of CPR certification course.

· ATI Testing Fee (approximate cost is $105) for the Fall semester for examinations. An additional testing fee is collected for the Spring semester.

· Background check and drug screen fees (approximate cost is $87)
