Inquiry purpose and results

Purpose of the study

This, our second Course-level SLO FIG, had the goal to move 8 PE adjunct faculty through the outcomes assessment cycle.  The stages were the writing of SLOs and rubrics, the assessment of those outcomes, and the reflection and discussion upon the process.  The participants gained new insights on their students, their course outlines, their outcomes, and their assessment techniques.  

Methodology

The faculty reviewed their course outlines of record, and wrote up to three Student Learning Outcomes, with accompanying rubrics, for each course.  The outcomes and rubrics were input into eLumen, Chabot's assessment score analysis software.  Participants chose appropriate assignments, exams, or activities upon which to assess students in each of these outcomes in one of their sections.  Most chose activities that occurred later in the semester, so as to show a more accurate level of student comprehension and demonstration.  The activities were assessed, and the participants discussed which new approaches they might try in the future to address whatever areas they saw, where their criteria had not been met.

SLO/rubric Completion results

There were 4 courses with 7 outcomes total written in the Spring of 2009 by one participant, and 10 more courses with 21 outcomes written in the Fall of 2009 by another two participants.  
Conclusions

This study is not yet complete, more meetings will be necessary to gain further results and participation.  Perhaps the structure of more workshops, and/or discussion time is necessary to bring the FIG to the conclusion to which it aspired.
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
