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Overall eLumen Terminology

Catalog course: The course level as described in the catalog. 


This course has the SLO(s) connected to it, with a rubric for rating each SLO.

Course section: A specific section of a catalog course taught by a specific instructor in a specific academic term.


Each section uses the same SLO(s) and rubric(s) of the catalog course.


Each section can assess that SLO with different assessment activities.

Student Learning Outcome (SLO): a description of student achievement that can be demonstrated through student assessment activities.

Rubric: A scale of measurement for rating a student’s achievement on a student learning outcome. It is created/defined/chosen by the faculty who wrote the SLO. We recommend 0 (lowest) to 4 (highest) to correspond to letter grades. Each SLO only has one rubric, but that SLO can have several components, with a rubric for each component. (see Critical Thinking Rubric as an example)

Student assessment activity: Any activity that a student can do to demonstrate their achievement on the SLO.  Examples: a paper, project, test, presentation, performance, demonstration, exam, research paper, etc.   

Planned assessment:  A student assessment activity that has been linked to a student learning outcome and the rubric that goes with it.   Each activity could address one or more SLOs, and each SLO could have one or more activities that demonstrate it.   

Achievement Area: This is one of five college-wide learning outcomes (CLOs).  Each SLO is filed under the CLO it mostly closely represents.

• Each SLO can only have one rubric. However, each overall SLO can be broken down into different aspects of the SLO, called “specific expectations, ” and these expectations can each have a different rubric, and can each be assessed. Faculty can either choose to assess the overall SLO or any of the specific expectations SLOs.

• Rubrics are connected to the SLO at the catalog course level, so all instructors teaching that course will assess students using the same rubric. 

• Most rubrics at Chabot are on a scale from 0 to 4.   Most disciplines have described what each level of that scale represents, and some of those descriptions have been entered into eLumen.  However, most SLO’s were assigned “A General Rubric,” which is the same scale of 0 to 4. In that case, faculty should refer to their own descriptions of what each level means to them.

• Be sure you agree on your rubric before entering any scores. Once a section has had their scores entered, you cannot change that rubric or the links between it, the SLO, and the assessment activities for any section. However, if you want to change it later, you CAN create a new version of that rubric and associate it with a new assessment.

• Faculty can assess students in their sections using whatever assessment activity they want, in order to see how the students are doing on the common SLO, using the shared rubric to rate them.

 • At Chabot, the term “Multiple Assessments” was connected to most SLOs at the course level, as a placeholder for whatever assessment activity a faculty member wants to use.   In some cases, other more specific assessment activities have been added.  To enter student scores, choose “multiple assessments” if there is no other choice.  This can be used more than once in a semester.

• Student assessment activities can be connected to the SLO at the section level. However, assessment activities added to each section will need to be added again each semester, and will only apply to that section.
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
